Dr. Lin Zhang is Featured Speaker on Lewy Body Dementias (LBD)
Dr. Ling Zhang of UC Davis Medical Center will be a featured speaker at  the LBD Awareness Volleyball Tournament 2007 on August 26, 2007 at McKinley Park in Sacramento, CA.   Dr. Zhang is an assistant professor, Director of Movement Disorders Program at the Sacramento VA Medical Center (NCVAHS) and Director of Neurotoxin (Botox) Therapeutics Program.  
Lewy body dementia is the second most common type of dementia in the elderly after Alzheimer’s disease, but is relatively unknown by the general public.  Biologically, it is closely related to Parkinson’s disease.   Symptoms vary from patient to patient and include cognitive deline that results in dementia, plus any combination of the following: hallucinations, fuctuating cognitive abilities and attention levels, Parkinson-like symptoms, certain sleep disorders and extreme sensitivity to certain medications including some used to treat hallucinations. 
Dr. Zhang will be speaking at 1:50 p.m. following the Honoring of Caregivers and Barbara Hutchinson, LBD Caregiver.  In addition to the tournament, there will be a honoring of caregivers, caregiver speaker, open play volleyball court, serving contest, face painting, balloons and other outdoor family fun.
